2012-2013 Request for Application Questions and Answers

From Grantee In-Person Trainings and Teleconference

Q: If we have received a grant from the Northwest Ohio Affiliate in the past, do we still need to send in the W-9 form?

A: Yes, the Northwest Ohio Affiliate needs to have a current W-9 on file.  

Q: If we would like to have someone assisting us with the grant (i.e. key leader in target community, another organization) where would I reflect their expense on the budget form?

A: Any one that is going to be paid on the grant that is not an employee of the applying agency would need to be listed under the Other Expenses category and explained in the Budget Narrative.

Q: Is there a cap on personnel?

A: There is a cap on personnel at 20 hours a week per employee, or .5 Full-Time Equivalent (FTE) for your agency (i.e. if 35 hours is full time then cap would be 17.50 hours). 

Q:  Is there a cap on evaluation costs?

A: There is no cap on evaluation costs.  Please remember that these are not research grants and the purpose of the grants is to provide services to the residents of Northwest Ohio and Southeast Michigan. 

Q: How should fringe benefits be represented in the Budget?

A: Fringe benefits should be configured in the per hour rate being charged and then explained in the Budget Narrative how the per hour charge was calculated.  The Northwest Ohio Affiliate does not set a fringe rate charge as it will vary in each organization. 

Q: How would we calculate the number of screening mammograms, diagnostic mammograms and other procedures if we have never operated a program like this before?

A:  The Northwest Ohio Affiliate understands that as a program is implemented things change.  Therefore, we ask that you provide numbers that are reasonable for the population you intend to service in your community with the understanding that these numbers may change once a grant is implemented. 

Q: What is the difference between Newly Diagnosed Patients, Breast Cancer Patients, and Breast Cancer Survivors?

A: Newly Diagnosed Patients: within 6 months of diagnosis  

     Breast Cancer Patients= active diagnosis, in treatment
     Breast Cancer Survivors: after 6 months of diagnosis
Q:  Can we charge more for services than the amounts listed in the Request for Application for mammograms, biopsies, MRI, etc?
A:  Only the amounts listed in the “2011-2012 Service Reimbursement Rates” table may be reimbursed for the services.  It is the responsibility of the grantee to work with the service providers for them to accept the reimbursement rates.  

Q: When should we mark “yes” as a BCCP Provider?

A: BCCP provider should be marked yes if your facility is a BCCP provider or if you collaborate with BCCP by referring women to the program. 

Q: What is the difference between collaborators and partners?
A: Collaborators are those that have an action related to the grant. They are going to assist the grantee in some way.   

A partner is anyone who supports the program, but will not be doing an action for the program.  Partners may be explained in the in the Background of the Program Narrative. 

Q: Will Komen be providing grantees with educational information?
A: No, we will not be providing educational materials this year. We would prefer that if you need educational information for your agency, health fairs, and Breast Cancer Awareness Month that you put that into the grant application.  This allows the Northwest Ohio Affiliate to use resources with other agencies that are not grantees.
